Homework Policy

Homework is assigned for the purpose of reviewing previous material and spiraling in the day’s lesson. Generally, homework is assigned Mondays through Thursdays and is checked and reviewed the next day. Occasionally, homework will be collected and graded for accuracy. Homework will not be accepted late unless the student was absent. Problems must be worked out completely, showing all work, even for multiple choice questions! Students are expected and required to complete each assignment on time. During an absence from class, it is the student’s responsibility to make up any assignment that may have been missed.
Grading Policy

Math grades will be determined and based on the following criteria:

· Homework / Participation 20%
Most homework assignments are graded on a 5-point scale.
· Quizzes 30%
· Tests 50%
Note: All student work will be returned for student review and further study. 

Criteria for Acceleration
To enroll in the Accelerated Middle School math course in Grade 8 (Common Core Algebra), students must qualify by earning a minimum of 8 out of 10 points according to the rubric outlined below:

· Math 7 Average for Quarters 1-3 (2 possible points)

· Math 7 Test Average (3 possible points)

· Performance on an algebra aptitude test (3 possible points)

· Teacher Recommendation based on a Common Core Standards rubric developed collaboratively through BOCES (2 possible points)

Attendance & Tardiness

Consistent attendance is essential to gain proficiency in mathematics. All students are expected to be in class on time. If you are late, be prepared to present a pass. If you are late three times without a pass you will be referred to the office for detention.
